End of the Year Fieldtrip Requirements    

Students MUST have no lower than a C2B in all classes to remain eligible for all end of year trips. Grades will be checked 

for the 1st and 2nd 9 weeks before students pay; however, if students’ grades drop below the required minimum for the 3rd 

9-weeks he or she will be removed and NO REFUNDS will be available. In addition, any student receiving an 

administrative referral, administrative detention, or suspension will not be permitted to participate in the activity – and 

will forfeit any money paid for the activity and/or field trip.
